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THE FUTURE OF CINEMA AT GUADALAJARA CONSTRUYE
February 11, 2008, Guadalajara. Since its previous edition, it is now possible for a Latin American film to find financial aid to complete its production at the Guadalajara International Film Festival
What started in the XXII edition of the Festival as Films in Progress Toulouse-Guadalajara will now be offered as Guadalajara Construye. This new program will sustain its fundamental nature: promote the completion of six post-production fiction feature films from Mexico, Central America and the Caribbean (including Colombia). Under its new name Guadalajara Construye will contribute with 220,000 US dollars to distribute among selected films due to the generous involvement of national and international industries that along with the Festival are committed in supporting films in these regions. 

The outcomes of this enterprise are patent:
El Viaje de Teo, by Walter Doehner, received the 2007 Rubén Gámez award and will be part of the Official Section of the Mexican Fiction Feature Film of this year’s Festival. Personal belongings, by Cuban Alejandro Brugués, as a finished film was awarded the Third Coral at the Havana Festival. Another participant of last year’s program was El Camino, by Ishtar Yasin. The film received a special mention at the Rubén Gámez award and was selected for the Forum Section at the 2008 Berlinale.

For this XXIII edition, the Festival received a total of 12 proposals. Six of them have been selected to participate in Guadalajara Construye. The films will be presented to registered professional producers, distributors and exhibitors, sales agents, technical industries, funding, and numerous festival representatives that have the means to support the completion of these projects and present them to viewers.
The selected Mexican projects are: Caja negra, by Ariel Gordon, Crónicas chilangas, by Carlos Enrique Endrele Peña, Madrid-Mexico, by Enrique Rentería, and Viaje a Tulum, by Eduardo Villanueva Jiménez. From Costa Rica, Tercer mundo, by César Caro Cruz, and the Cuban project Vedado, by Asori Soto and Magdiel Aspillada. 

The Guadalajara International Film Festival joined this venture of promoting Ibero-American films since 2002 from the Toulouse Rencontres Cinémas d’Amérique Latine and the San Sebastian International Film Festival. Throughout these years, numerous post-production and distribution enterprises have joined this initiative and made available substantial funds for participating films. This year’s awards for Guadalajara Construye will be:

Swiss Effects Award: a 35 mm transfer to negative from a digital frame/support for a film up to one and a half hours. The award includes the 35mm negative material and the developing of the film. 
New Art Digital Award: 20,000 US dollars in post-production services in HD or 2k resolutions for one of the participating projects. The award includes an on line edition or color correction (does not include the digital support transfer to 35mm negative). 
Churubusco Post Award: Laboratory and post-production digital process services (does not include the digital support transfer to 35mm negative) for one of the participating projects. 
Latinofusion Award: An international distribution contract for 20,000 US dollars of one of the participating films.
Astro Estudio Award: Audio design and final mix for one of the participating films. 
SIGNIS-OCLACC Award: 1,000 US dollars in cash to facilitate the completion of one of the participating films. 
Titra California Award: Subtitling of a 35mm copy and the video of one of the participating projects, including 500 DVD subtitled copies for screeners. 
The Lift Award: Consists of traveling expenses to Mexico City (including hotel and moving expenses), legal, and administrative services and post-production services until the completion for one of the selected films. The award is valued in 15,000 US dollars.
